CLASS TITLE:  PLUMBER 
 
BASIC FUNCTION: 
 
Under the direction of the Director-Facilities, Maintenance and Operations, perform journey-level 
plumbing work in the installation, maintenance and repair of plumbing fixtures and systems to 
maintain plumbing lines in safe and sanitary working condition; install, maintain and repair pipes, 
fittings and fixtures of heating, water, drainage systems and gas lines; assist other maintenance 
personnel in the performance of a variety of duties as assigned. 
 
REPRESENTATIVE DUTIES: 
 
ESSENTIAL DUTIES: 
Perform journey-level plumbing work in the installation, maintenance and repair of plumbing 
fixtures and systems to maintain plumbing lines in safe and sanitary working condition; troubleshoot 
malfunctions and identify plan of action to resolve problems; assure compliance with building codes 
applicable to the plumbing trade. 
 
Install, maintain and repair air, gas, water, waste, and steam lines; install, maintain and repair a 
variety of valves; maintain and unclog storm drains and sewer lines. 
 
Clean out drains and remove obstructions from water and sewer systems, dishwashers, disposals, 
pumps, toilets, urinals and drinking fountains; inspect and repair leaks and general system failures; 
repair or replace damaged pipes, tubing and sewer lines; install, test and maintain backflow devices. 
 
Maintain and repair toilets, urinals, sinks, showers and other bathroom fixtures; maintain and install 
disposal units, sinks, and other kitchen fixtures; install and maintain irrigation systems including 
electronic controls and timers. 
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Maintain work areas in a safe, clean and orderly condition. 
 
OTHER DUTIES: 
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Regular exposure to fumes, dust and odors.  
Driving a vehicle to conduct work. 
 
PHYSICAL DEMANDS: 
Dexterity of hands and fingers to operate specialized equipment and tools. 
Hearing and speaking to exchange information. 
Seeing to read and perform plumbing functions. 
Lifting, carrying, pushing or pulling objects up to 25 pounds and occasionally lift and/or move up 
to 50 pounds as assigned by the position. 
Reaching overhead, above the shoulders and horizontally. 
Bending at the waist, kneeling or crouching. 
Standing for extended periods of time. 
 
HAZARDS: 
Working around and with machinery having moving parts. 
Working in a cramped or restrictive work chamber.
